Judicial Talking Points

Over the past five years, President Bush has appointed judges who clearly understand the role
of a judge is to interpret the law, not to legislate from the bench. The President’s standard for
nomination is informed by the oath that each judge takes: to administer justice without
respect to persons, and to do equal right to all. His nominees have sterling credentials and
have met high standards of legal training, temperament, and judgment.

As of June 7, 2006, the President has appointed 242 individuals to Article III federal courts
(Supreme Court, Circuit, District, and the Court of International Trade). This represents
more than one-quarter (28%) of the entire federal judiciary.

If the 26 (10 circuit; 16 district) nominees pending in the Senate are confirmed, President
Bush’s appointment rate will be almost identical to President Clinton’s and President
Reagan’s. (At the same time in their administrations, Clinton had appointed approximately
260 and Reagan 271.)
