A
significant quantity of the request consists of draft and final thank you letters from President
George W. Bush to various individuals that he met with in Russia as well as background
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information used to prepare those letters. A briefing, guest list, and numerous grip-and-grin
photos of the 2008 Iftaar Dinner are included because Kislyak attended the event.
