Administrative History: The White House Office of Records Management is responsible for the
filing and retrieval of records created during the incumbent presidential administration. The use
of a filing methodology for records created or received by the White House dates to at least the
early years of the 20" century, and has undergone changes since that time to cope with the ever-
expanding volume of paperwork handled by the President and his staff.

The White House Office of Records Management, or ORM (or WHORM) manages the office

files of individual White House staff members, as well as administration records that are
arranged by subject code and case file ID number according to their general subject matter.
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Scope and Content Note: This series is divided into six subseries: SO (White House Social
Affairs),SO001 (Breakfasts, White House), SO002 (Dinners, White House), SO003 (Luncheons,
White House), SO004 (Receptions, White House), SO005 (Teas - Garden Parties - Concerts,
White House). The material is arranged by alphanumeric subcode and thereunder by case file
number.

All six subseries are comprised of correspondence (and drafts thereof), memoranda, forms,
speeches, invitation lists, planning documents, and other materials related to social events
including meals, receptions, and concerts held at the White House.
