This needs to be changed to National Assembly. Kurt Amend, Director for Afghanistan, NSC said this change is

necessary. He also says that the National Assembly isn t helping to fight terror; Karzai, the military and police are
fighting terror.

Page 3. 4th full paragraph. "A young man from Tikrit who is with us tonight joined the very first unit of the new Iraqi
Army."

As discussed, this will need to be adjusted.

Page 3. 4th full paragraph. "We are honored to welcome Lieutenant Colonel Yousif."

As discussed, this will need to be adjusted to read Lieutenant Colonel Musab Yousif.

Page 6, paragraph 3, sentence 3:"If our government had intercepted these calls, we might have been able to stop the



attacks."

We understand that there was some debate about the accuracy of this statement. Harriet Miers and Mike Hayden (DNI)
have expressed their reservations with the language. Please double check the accuracy.

Again, we wish to underline the importance of assuring the accuracy in this entire paragraph. We do not know if the
concerns of Hayden and Miers have been satisfied.

page 7, 4th full paragraph. sentence: "Tonight I will set out a better path  an agenda for a nation that competes with
confidence an agenda that will raise standards of living and generate new jobs."

Still need to confirm "... generate new jobs"

Page 8. top paragraph. sentence: "In the last five years. the tax relief you passed has left 880 billion dollars in the hands of
American workers. investors, small businesses. and families and they have used it to help produce more than four years
of uninterrupted economic growth.”

We have backup for this line. see footnotes #95 and #96. However, we can not confirm that "the tax relief you passed”
CAUSED Americans to "produce more than four years of uninterrupted economic growth."

Page 8, 2nd full paragraph, sentence: "By passing these reforms, we will save the American taxpayer another 15 billion
dollars next year  and stay on track to cut the deficit in half by 2009."

The total amount saved will be -$14.7 billion. Should we say "NEARLY 15 billion"? See footnote #103.

Page 9. 3rd full paragraph. sentence: "Our government has a responsibility to help provide health care for the poor and the
elderly, and we are meeting that responsibility."

Keith Hennessey recommends that we change the line to read, "and we WILL MEET that responsibility."

Page 9. 3rd full paragraph. sentence: "We will strengthen Health Savings Accounts by making sure individuals and
small business employees can buy insurance with the same advantages that people woiking for big businesses now get."

Keith Hennessey says that the only way to make this line factually accurate is to add, "tax" with the same TAX
advantages that people working for big businesses now get.

Page 10, top paragraph. sentence: "  and we are on the threshold of incredible advances."

This language was added in the final draft and we still need confirmation from Keith Hennessey.

Page 10. first full paragraph. sentence: "Our goal is to make this new kind of ethanol practical and competitive within six
years. Breakthroughs on this and other new technologies will help us reach another great goal: to replace more than 75
percent of our oil imports from the Middle East by 2025."

Page 11. paragraph 4, sentence: Drug abuse among youth is down 19 percent since 2001.

- Terry Zobeck, Deputy Associate Director, Planning and Budget, ONDCP, recommends saying drug "use" instead of
drug abuse. The statistics and data from the Monitoring the Future study, measured habits of youth drug use, not drug
abuse.

EDUCATION FOR GIRLS

DEVELOPMENT ASSISTANCE

SEC. 523. Of the funds appropriated by titles Il and Ill of this Act, not less than $931,400,000 should be
made available for humanitarian, reconstruction, and related assistance for Afghanistan: Provided, That of
the funds made available pursuant to this section, not less than $3,000,000 should be made available for
reforestation activities: Provided further, That funds made available pursuant to the previous proviso
should be matched, to the maximum extent possible, with contributions from American and Afghan
businesses: Provided further, That of the funds allocated for assistance for Afghanistan from this
Act and other Acts making appropriations for foreign operations, export financing, and related
programs for fiscal year 2006, not less than $50,000,000 should be made available to support
programs that directly address the needs of Afghan women and girls, of which not less than
$7,500,000 shall be made available for grants to support training and equipment to improve the capacity
of women-led Afghan nongovernmental organizations and to support the activities of such organizations:
Provided further, That of the funds made available pursuant to this section, not less than $2,000,000
should be made available for the Afghan Independent Human Rights Commission and for other Afghan
human rights organizations.

REPORT LANGUAGE:

The conferees also agree to provide $15,000,000 in basic education funding to expand and extend
a pilot project to increase access to basic education by addressing the prohibitive fees that keep
children, and particularly girls, out of school.

The conference agreement contains language, similar to that proposed by the House and Senate
that provides that $50,000,000 should be made available to support programs that directly address
the needs of Afghan women and girls, of which not less than $7,500,000 shall be made available
for small grants to improve the capacity of women-led Afghan nongovernmental organizations.

strengthen the public health capacity of malaria-affected countries:

REPORT LANGUAGE:

For malaria, the conference agreement provides a total of $242,500,000. Of this amount, it is
expected that $139,500,000 of the contribution to the Global Fund will fund malaria programs,
$100,000,000 is funded through the “other infectious diseases’ allocation in this account, and an
estimated $3,000,000 is provided from other bilateral accounts. The conferees have long been
concerned by the mortality and morbidity caused by this disease, and have made available more than
$657,500,000 since 2001 to fight malaria, consistently more each year than requested by the President.

HIV/IAIDS

For necessary expenses to carry out the provisions of the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961 for the
prevention, treatment, and control of, and research on, HIV/AIDS, $1,995,000,000, to remain
available until expended, of which $200,000,000 shall be made available, notwithstanding any other
provision of law, except for the United States Leadership Against HIV/AIDS, Tuberculosis and Malaria Act
of 2003 (Public Law 108-25) for a United States contribution to the Global Fund to Fight AIDS,
Tuberculosis and Malaria, and shall be expended at the minimum rate necessary to make timely payment
for projects and activities.

REPORT LANGUAGE:

The conference agreement provides $1,995,000,000 for "Global HIV/AIDS Initiative' instead of

The conference agreement provides $1,770,000,000 for the Millennium Challenge Corporation

The conferees understand that strong participation from indigenous civil society organizations is critical to
increasing public support for and ensuring that the MCC successfully meets its intended goals of
economic growth and poverty reduction. Such participation would also strengthen the nascent democratic
processes in eligible countries, contribute to the MCC criteria of good governance, and provide
opportunities for discussion of how best to achieve national priorities of economic growth and poverty
reduction.

The conferees request that the Chief Executive Officer of the MCC submit a report that describes
and assesses the record of national governance structures to take into account indigenous civil society
input within countries that have completed compact negotiations.

predict.

The revenue projections start with the budget's esti-
mate of receipts under the Administration’s proposals.
In the long run, receipts are assumed to increase as
people’s real incomes rise. The income tax is indexed
for inflation, but not for real growth, so as real incomes
rise, the effective income rate increases. This tendency
iz partly offset beeouse many excize taxes are not in-
dexed and therefore tend to decline in real terms as
inflation pushes up the price level. Furthermore, payroll
taxes are based on cash wages and the share of cash
wages 1n total compensation and in overall GDFP has
been declining as workers receive a larger share of
their compensation in the form of untaxed fringe bene-
fits. These offsetting tendencies are nat powerful
enough, however, to prevent the overall tax share from
rising somewhal in the long run. In the projections
summarized in Table 13-2, the ratio of receipts to GDP
rises to around 22 percent by the end of the 75-vear
period. 3

In the past, these long-run budget projections have
jumped off from the end point for the current budget.
This year's Budget includes the effects of adding per-
sonal retirement accounts to Social Security. Personal
accounts are one element within a set of larger reforms
that would restore solvency to Social Security. The Ad-
ministration has not yet specified a complete set of
reforms to achieve solvency, Within the current budget
horizon, these other reforms would not have significant
budget effects, In the long range, however, their effects
would be significant. Because these other reforms are
not yet specified, the long-range projections shown here
do naot incorporate personal retirement accounts. Show-

The long-run budget outlook is highly uncertain (zee
the technical note at the end of this chapter for a fur-
ther discussion of the forecasting assumptions used to
make these budget projections). With pessimistic as-
sumptions, the fiseal picture deteriorates even sooner
than in the base projection. More optimistic zssump-
tions imply a longer period before the pressures of ris-
ing entitlement spending overwhelm the budget. But
despite the unavoidable uncertainty, these projections
clearly show that under a wide range of forecasiing
assumptions, the resources generated by the programs
themszelves will be insufficient to cover the long-run
costs of Social Security and Medicare.

Alternative Economiec, Technical, and Peliey
Assumptions

The quantitative results discussed above are sensitive
to changes in underlying econemic and technical as-
sumptions. Some of the most important of these alter-
native economic and technical assumptions and their
effects on the budget outlook are discussed below. They
generally show that there are mounting deficits under
most reasonable projections of the budget.

1. Henlth Spending: The projections for Medicare over
the next 75 years are based on the actuarial projections

SUBJECT:

ABORTION DATA

The data regarding numbers and rates of abortion in the United States show a steady decline in abortions
since the mid-1980s, which has continued through the latest available figures.
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The tables on the next page are based on figures from the Guttmacher Institute, which collects and
analyzes data both from the CDC and directly from abortion clinics. The Institute is affiliated with abortion
rights groups, but all sides take the Guttmacher data to be the most reliable and solid numbers. (CDC'’s
particular figures are not always exactly the same, but the year-to-year trends are the same). The latest
available figures are for 2002. The 2003 figures are expected in late fall. Note: 2003 figures not available
at this time.

There are three kinds of numbers relevant to following abortion trends:

o Number of Abortions: This is simply the raw number of abortions performed each year. The
number is very troubling (at more than 1.2 million abortions a year) but it has been declining
steadily from its highpoint in 1990. Note, however, that this figure is heavily affected by the
number of pregnancies per year, which has also been declining modestly.

o The number of abortions is now the lowest it has been since 1976.

e Abortion Ratio: The abortion ratio is the number of abortions per 1,000 live births. In terms of
abortion trends, this is the most significant figure, since it is not skewed by changes in the rate of
pregnancy over the years. This number reached its highpoint in 1983 and has been declining
modestly but significantly ever since.

o The abotrtion ratio is the lowest it has been since 1975.

o Abortion Rate: The abortion rate is the number of abortions per 1,000 women aged 15-44 in a

given year. Here again the slight decline in the pregnancy rate plays a role, but the trend is the
same.

o The abortion rate is the lowest it has been since 1975.
